
Internal Analysis Models Explained: VRIO,

Resource-Based View, and Beyond

Resource-Based View (RBV)

The Resource-Based View (RBV) is a management framework used to determine the strategic

resources a firm can exploit to achieve sustainable competitive advantage. It posits that a

company's internal resources and capabilities are more critical in determining its success than

external factors. The core idea is that if a firm possesses valuable, rare, inimitable, and

organized (VRIO) resources, it can achieve a sustained competitive advantage.

Key Principles of RBV:

•

Resource Heterogeneity: Firms within an industry differ in terms of the resources and

capabilities they control.

•

Resource Immobility: Resources are not perfectly mobile across firms, and these

differences can be long-lasting.

Types of Resources:

RBV considers a wide range of resources, which can be broadly categorized as:

•

Tangible Resources: These are physical assets such as plant, equipment, finances, and

raw materials. They are relatively easy to identify and value.

•

Intangible Resources: These include brand reputation, intellectual property (patents,

trademarks, copyrights), organizational culture, and knowledge. They are often more

difficult to quantify but can be a significant source of competitive advantage.

•

Human Resources: The skills, knowledge, and experience of employees. This includes

their training, expertise, and relationships.

•

Organizational Capabilities: These are the firm's ability to deploy resources

effectively. They are often embedded in organizational routines and processes.

Applying the RBV:

To apply the RBV, a firm needs to:

•

Identify Resources: Conduct a thorough inventory of the firm's tangible, intangible,

human, and organizational resources.

•

Evaluate Resources: Assess the resources based on the VRIO framework (explained

below).

•

Develop Strategies: Formulate strategies that leverage valuable, rare, inimitable, and

organized resources to create a competitive advantage.

•

Protect Resources: Implement measures to protect and sustain the competitive

advantage derived from these resources.

Strengths of RBV:

•

Focus on Internal Strengths: Emphasizes the importance of internal resources and

capabilities in achieving competitive advantage.

•

Sustainability: Provides a framework for identifying resources that can lead to

sustained competitive advantage.

•

Strategic Alignment: Helps align resources and capabilities with the firm's overall

strategy.

Limitations of RBV:

•

Difficulty in Identifying Resources: Identifying and valuing intangible resources can be

challenging.

•

Dynamic Environments: The RBV may not be as effective in rapidly changing

environments where resources can quickly become obsolete.

•

Implementation Challenges: Developing and implementing strategies based on the

RBV can be complex and require significant organizational change.

VRIO Framework

The VRIO framework is a tool used within the Resource-Based View to evaluate a firm's

resources and capabilities. VRIO stands for:

•

Value: Does the resource enable the firm to exploit opportunities or neutralize threats?

•

Rarity: Is the resource currently controlled by only a small number of competing firms?

•

Imitability: Is it costly for other firms to imitate the resource?

•

Organization: Is the firm organized to capture value from the resource?

VRIO Analysis:

Each resource or capability is assessed against these four criteria. The outcome of the

analysis determines the competitive implications of the resource:

•

If a resource is NOT Valuable: It leads to a competitive disadvantage.

•

If a resource is Valuable but NOT Rare: It leads to competitive parity (average returns).

•

If a resource is Valuable and Rare but NOT Inimitable: It leads to a temporary

competitive advantage.

•

If a resource is Valuable, Rare, and Inimitable but the firm is NOT Organized to

exploit it: It leads to an unused competitive advantage.

•

If a resource is Valuable, Rare, Inimitable, and the firm IS Organized to exploit it: It

leads to a sustained competitive advantage.

Applying the VRIO Framework:

1.

Identify Key Resources and Capabilities: List the firm's most important resources and

capabilities.

2.

Assess Value: Determine if each resource or capability allows the firm to exploit

opportunities or neutralize threats.

3.

Assess Rarity: Determine if the resource or capability is controlled by a limited number

of firms.

4.

Assess Imitability: Determine how difficult and costly it would be for other firms to

imitate the resource or capability. Factors that make a resource difficult to imitate

include:

•

Unique Historical Conditions: Resources developed due to unique

circumstances.

•

Causal Ambiguity: When the link between a firm's resources and its competitive

advantage is unclear.

•

Social Complexity: Resources that arise from complex social phenomena, such

as trust, relationships, and culture.

•

Patents: Legal protection that prevents others from imitating a resource.

5.

Assess Organization: Determine if the firm's organizational structure, processes, and

systems are aligned to capture value from the resource or capability.

6.

Determine Competitive Implications: Based on the VRIO analysis, determine the

competitive implications of each resource or capability.

Strengths of VRIO:

•

Clear and Structured: Provides a clear and structured approach to evaluating

resources and capabilities.

•

Actionable Insights: Helps identify resources that can lead to a sustained competitive

advantage.

•

Strategic Focus: Focuses on resources that are most relevant to the firm's strategy.

Limitations of VRIO:

•

Subjectivity: The assessment of value, rarity, imitability, and organization can be

subjective.

•

Static Analysis: The VRIO framework provides a snapshot in time and may not account

for changes in the external environment.

•

Implementation Challenges: Identifying and developing resources that meet the VRIO

criteria can be challenging.

Capability-Based Approach

The capability-based approach focuses on the organization's ability to perform activities

effectively. It emphasizes the development and leveraging of core competencies, which are

unique strengths that differentiate a firm from its competitors.

Key Concepts:

•

Capabilities: The firm's ability to deploy resources effectively.

•

Core Competencies: Unique strengths that differentiate a firm from its competitors and

provide a basis for competitive advantage.

•

Dynamic Capabilities: The firm's ability to adapt, integrate, and reconfigure internal

and external organizational skills, resources, and functional competencies to match the

requirements of a changing environment.

Applying the Capability-Based Approach:

•

Identify Key Activities: Identify the activities that are critical to the firm's success.

•

Assess Capabilities: Evaluate the firm's ability to perform these activities effectively.

•

Identify Core Competencies: Determine which capabilities are unique, valuable, and

difficult to imitate.

•

Develop Strategies: Formulate strategies that leverage core competencies to create a

competitive advantage.

•

Develop Dynamic Capabilities: Invest in developing dynamic capabilities to adapt to

changing environments.

Strengths of Capability-Based Approach:

•

Focus on Action: Emphasizes the importance of performing activities effectively.

•

Adaptability: Encourages the development of dynamic capabilities to adapt to

changing environments.

•

Customer Focus: Aligns capabilities with customer needs and preferences.

Limitations of Capability-Based Approach:

•

Difficulty in Identifying Core Competencies: Identifying core competencies can be

challenging.

•

Implementation Challenges: Developing and leveraging core competencies can

require significant organizational change.

•

Potential for Over-Reliance: Over-reliance on core competencies can lead to

inflexibility and a failure to adapt to changing environments.

Choosing the Right Model

The choice of internal analysis model depends on the specific context and objectives of the

firm.

•

RBV and VRIO: These models are best suited for firms seeking to identify and leverage

resources that can lead to a sustained competitive advantage. They are particularly

useful in stable environments where resources are relatively durable.

•

Capability-Based Approach: This model is best suited for firms operating in dynamic

environments where adaptability and innovation are critical. It is particularly useful for

firms seeking to develop new products and services or enter new markets.

In practice, many firms use a combination of these models to gain a more comprehensive

understanding of their internal strengths and weaknesses. For example, a firm might use the

RBV to identify key resources and then use the VRIO framework to evaluate their competitive

implications. The firm might then use the capability-based approach to develop strategies

that leverage these resources and capabilities to create a competitive advantage.
